-Where to play: designated playing areas are the front yard.

-Where not to play: Tulasi room; flower beds; ; in the parking lot/driveway;
climbing/breaking trees; Temple hall; prasadam hall; kitchen and storage
areas

*For safety reasons children bicycling, skateboarding, and riding on scooters
Is not permitted on the temple grounds.

*Children may look at but are restricted from picking
Sri Sri Radha Shayamsundar’s flowers.
